¢ Highway/Heavy projects may only be reported if the cost of the project is $25,000 or more.

e Commercial projects may only be reported if the cost of the project is $2,500 or more. Commercial construction
includes apartment complexes and residential structures of three units or more.

* Residential projects may only be reported if the cost of the project is $2,500 or more. Residential construction
applies to single family and two family homes.

e A separate form is required for each project reported. You may copy the form or SAVE TIME AND PAPER by

completing the survey electronically.
